Admissions

Hours and Days of Operations

The Towpath Trail YMCA Preschool Classes are as follows:

3 year old class: Tuesday/Thursday 9:00 - 12:00
4 year old class: Monday/Wednesday/Friday 9:00 - 12:00
Kindergarten Readiness:  Monday/Wednesday/Friday 8:45 - 11:45 or 12:00 - 3:00

Children are to arrive no earlier then ten minutes before their class dfattey need to be

dropped off earlier there will be an additional charge. If your child needsytattathen the
preschool day, they will be part of the extended day program and will be chargeaditzonal

fee. We are open for the extended care program from 6:00 am to 6:00 pm. We will be open on
all school days off and snow days. If you choose not to bring your child on these days, ther

will NOT be a credit given.

The YMCA preschool and childcare program does NOT provide services on theigllowi
days: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Tiningdpay,
Christmas Eve, Christmas Day and New Years Eve.

Staff/Child Ratios and Maximum Group Size

The YMCA preschool program will maintain the state required ratio of at leastaffe
member for every twelve children. Also, in accordance with state requirenten¥MCA

will maintain maximum group sizes of 24 children. Maximum group size is defindweby t
number of children that can be cared for at any time in one room or area.

2:30-3:00: Snack

3:00-4:00: Outside/Gym Play

4:00-5:00: Center Play

5:00-5:30: Clean Up/Quiet Activities

Please let the teacher kremvance and
keep in mind all things must be store bought.



Tuition/Fees and Payment Policies

The preschool registration fee is $15.00 per child and the regular fees are as follow

Three Year Old - Tuesday/Thursday - $60.00 member rate
$64.00 non member rate

Four Year Old - Monday/Wednesday/Friday - $90.00 member rate
$96.00 non member rate

Kindergarten Readiness - Monday/Wednesday/Friday - $90.00 member rate
$96.00 Non Member Rate

Extended Care Program

Your child may be here all day at a rate of $22.00 a day for non members and $20.00 a day for
YMCA members. Half day rates are $17.00. These prices include preschgol niéed your

child to stay additional time beyond the normal preschool hours, there will be an additional
charge.

*Fees do not change due to illness, vacation, or weather.

Payment Policy

Payment is due by the first of each month. You may pay the front desk, the child azoe,dire
or we can take it out automatic of your account if you let the child director know.

Financial Assistance

If you patrticipate in the childcare assistance program offered through Jobaraitg $ervices,
your monthly co-payment is due on the 10th of each month. If you do not qualify for this
assisstance and require a special payment arrangement or finahquigase contact the child
care director.

Late Fees
Our child care closes promptly at 6:00 pm each evening. If your child has not tlesth ygd

by that time, you will be charged a $5.00 late fee. An additional $5.00 fee chige added
for every 15 minutes your child remains at the center past 6:00 pm.
